The Challenge is open to 
all RPI students, but interdisciplinary team submissions are 
particularly encouraged. It is a twice-yearly competition with 
$10,000 in awards each semester to develop innovative 
technology ideas with the potential of changing the world in 
energy, water, trust, security, and other areas.

An annual competition for undergraduate and graduate 
students to encourage early development of 
entrepreneurial ideas.  Early development grants of up to 
$5,000 are awarded each year to individual or team who 
competes and wins the competition. In addition to the funding grant, winning submissions in the Class of ’51 competition 

will receive help from the Entrepreneur Support Committee – composed of faculty and 
alumni resources who can provide experienced, knowledgeable guidance and counsel 
to foster the further development of winning projects from the idea phase to the 
marketplace.

The Mentoring Program at Rensselaer is a collaboration of the Office of the 
Provost, the office of E*ntrepreneurship, and the Rensselaer Alumni Association.  It 
is designed to support entrepreneruially active students and to help them 
accelerate and enhance their professional sensitivities and capabilities.  
Experienced alumni entrepreneurs / mentors are matched with students to provide 
wisdom, guidance, and insights.
